PASTOR’S CORNER  

Dear Parishioners and Friends, 
 

Today we celebrate the Sunday of the Healing of the                
Hemorrhaging Woman and enter into the third week of Lent.   
Lent is a time for changes! Fasten your seatbelts (gently, of 
course—we are fasting now), because the Season of Great 
Lent is in our midst. 
Lent has a way of revealing not only what is in our                                       
cupboards, but what is in our hearts. As we continue with 
the third week of Lent, my prayer for all of us is simple: that 
we experience a true spiritual transformation—of mind and 
heart. Remember, Lent is not a holy diet. It is about turning 
ourselves back toward God, rediscovering the freedom of 
being His beloved children, and loosening the grip of                     
whatever keeps us spiritually “snacking” on lesser things.  
On the parish level, Great Lent brings many opportunities to 
help us grow in preparation and transformation. Each Friday 
evening we are praying the Stations and the Benediction of 
the Holy Cross. Together we walk spiritually to                                 
Calvary. We reflect on Pontius Pilate (who tried to wash his 
hands of responsibility), Peter (who loved deeply but                     
stumbled loudly), Judas (who despaired), Simon of Cyrene 
(who helped carry what he did not choose), the Good Thief 
(who found paradise in his final breath), and Mary at the 
foot of the Cross (who stood when standing seemed         
impossible). Somewhere among them, we will find                              
our own self.  
We are blessed that Fr. Daniel Fares, Fr. Bashir Nasr,               
Fr. Nabil Habchi and Fr. Roger Chikri will continue to join 
us on different Fridays during the season. Lent is always 
richer when shared.  
Above all, Lent is a season of repentance and renewal. The 
Mystery of Penance (Confession) is being offered on all 
Fridays of Lent, on the weekends and on various times 
throughout the season. Confession is not a courtroom; it is a 
clinic. We do not go because we are perfect—we go because 
we are loved and in need of God’s Mercy.  
Yes, things at St. Sharbel are moving along. Change is rarely 
comfortable—just ask anyone giving up sweets this Lent—
but sometimes it is necessary for growth. Lent itself is a holy 
change of direction.  
As we continue our fast, I leave you with these powerful 
words from St. Isaac the Syrian: “Fasting is the champion of 
every virtue, the beginning of the struggle, the crown of the 
abstinent, the beauty of virginity and holiness, the                             
resplendence of chastity, the commencement of the path of 
Christianity, the mother of prayer, the well-spring of                              
sobriety and prudence, the teacher of stillness, and the                        
precursor of all good works.”
